NESCOE Governance 
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· Governed by a board of Managers, appointed by each of the New 
England Governors

ė Issue by issue, Governorsô Energy Policy Advisors, others, active as well

·Statesô Voting Rights: ñRegardless of the number of individuals appointed 
by each Governor, each state will have one, undivided vote to cast in arriving 
at NESCOE determinations.  NESCOE will make policy determinations with a 
majority vote (i.e. éa numerical majority [of the states]) and a majority 
weighted to reflect  relative electric load of each state within the regionôs 

overall load.ò

· So far, lots of agreement. Higher math 

not needed to determine NESCOE
